MV “FAVONIUS” PD17
Macduff Shipyards Limited have just completed a new trawler for Peterhead to a brand new design.

The “Favonius” PD17 has been built for brothers Andrew and Phil Buchan, and will operate Peterhead through Caley Fisheries Limited.

The brothers previous “Favonius” was also built at Macduff Shipyards Limited as the “Aspire” FR793.  This wooden hulled vessel was 21.20m overall with 6.86m beam.

Discussions on the proposed new vessel took place over a period and the main criteria was to design a vessel a little longer, to be easier to drive through the water, and to be fuel efficient by fitting a large diameter propeller at slow speed without excess engine power.

A Mitsubishi S6R2 MPTK was chosen which produced 643HP (480kw) at 1350RPM with a Reintjes WAF 374 at 7.091:1 reduction ratio giving a shaft speed of 190RPM. This combination offered maximum efficiency with a nozzle propeller diameter of 2300mm, so in the design process this size was chosen on the development of the aft end lines.

A reasonable quantity of fresh water was necessary for the production of ice, especially as the vessel was to be laid out for pair trawling as well as prawn trawling.

It was necessary therefore to design a large bulbous bow to contain fresh water, and also to allow for a finer waterline entry and finer fore end lines, in combination with a raked stem.

The resultant design has produced a fine looking vessel with extremely good reserve stability, which would allow for additional net drums on the top deck if required by a future customer.

The hull form is double chine with a deep box ballast keel.

Macduff Profilers, a division of Macduff Shipyards Limited cut the steel kit from cutting information supplied by Macduff Ship Design Limited, and the vessel was built in Macduff.

The steel deckhouse is fitted rail to rail athwartships, and the steel shelterdeck is forward as an extension of the hull without a rail line.

The shelterdeck is all weathertight except for the aft net handling area.

Layout below deck from forward – forepeak with chain locker and bow thruster, fishroom, engineroom and cabin with steering gear compartment.

Layout on main deck from forward – winch room, fish handling area, deckhouse, and net handling area.

The main engine is a Mitsubishi S6R2 MPTK rated 643 HP (480kw) at 1350RPM with a Reintjes WAF374 reverse reduction gearbox with 7.091:1 ratio, driving a Kort 2300mm dia 4 blade propeller in a Kort XL fixed nozzle.

The Mitsubishi engine was supplied by Macduff Diesels Limited.

A Cummins 6CTA8.3 auxiliary engine is fitted on the starboard side, and is arranged to drive the pumps for the deck machinery.

Two Cummins 6BT5.9D2M each with 81.6kw 415/3/50 generator are fitted on the port side, one fitted with a deadship start.

The main engine and all of the auxiliary engines are arranged for FW cooling with WEKA box coolers supplied by Kort Propulsion Co Ltd
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The sterngear was manufactured by the Yard and arranged with Deep Sea Seals.

The 6CTA8.3 engine was supplied direct from Cummins and the 2 x 6BT generator sets were supplied by Beta Marine Limited.

A FloScan fuel monitor is fitted.

Remote fuel tank capacity indicators are fitted in the wheelhouse.

1 – Macduff 3 drum trawl winch, 2 speed with C210 motor

2 – Macduff split net drums

1 – TMA Gilson winch

1 – Thistle MKB7 kinked boom short post crane c/w powerblock

1 – Thistle MFB8 straight boom discharging crane c/w winch

1 – standby pump with clutched pto from main engine

1 – Torkmaster bow thruster powered from deck machinery hydraulics
